3. Turn off the engine, take your keys and lock the 

vehicle.
Over the course of the season, we will be patrolling 

areas of high activity such as parking lots and shopping 
areas looking for vehicles that could become targets. Our 
fi rst patrol will be at noon on November 30th in the 
Morinville Extra Foods parking lot. Others will be held at 
different dates, times and locations.

Each unattended vehicle surveyed will receive, under the 
windshield wiper, a ‘ticket’ identifying areas of vulnerability 
or strength along with an AMA placard. Other than the 
placement of these materials, we never attempt to gain 
entry to vehicles and maintain a strict hands-off approach.
