(News Canada) — As Canadians become more 
environmentally conscious and demand green products 
and services, many companies are looking for ways to 
reduce their environmental footprint. But to be successful, 
sustainability and profi tability must be interlinked.

“For sustainability to be effective and lasting in the 
corporate environment, it must create economic benefi ts 
in concert with environmental benefi ts,” says Tyler Elm, vice 
president of sustainability for Canadian Tire. “Our goal at 
Canadian Tire is to implement sustainable practices that 
advance the business while benefi ting our customers and 
the environment.”

According to a recent Economist Intelligence Unit survey, 
just 24% of executives believe there is a strong link between 
fi nancial performance and commitment to sustainability 
in the short-term (one to two years), with 69% seeing 
opportunity over the long-term (fi ve to 10 years). That said, 
savvy companies can make short-terms gains on their long-
term sustainability strategies.

According to Elm this may be a result of executives having 
only a partial understanding the opportunity of sustainability. 
He notes that, “for business, sustainability issues may be 
used to drive innovation, creating signifi cant benefi ts for 
the bottom line and the environment. Best practice is to 
go after basic eco-effi ciency fi rst – stuff that reduces costs 
and greenhouse gas emissions almost immediately – before 

going after opportunities to grow sales or market share 
from things such as more sustainable products.”

For example, Canadian Tire has reduced its carbon 
footprint and energy costs by equipping approximately 200 
stores nationwide with Central Energy Management (CEM) 
technology. The CEM system controls the store’s energy 
consumption and reports ineffi ciencies. The energy saved in 
the converted stores will reduce greenhouse gas emissions 
by 7629 metric tonnes — the equivalent of removing 1149 
cars from the road per year — and will save the company 
approximately $3.4 million on energy costs every year.

Another one of Canadian Tire’s strategies to maximize 
profi tability while maintaining an environmentally sound 
business model is to source and sell innovative products, 
like its new line of Blue Planet car mats. Used tires are 
collected, processed, and transformed into car fl oor mats, 
extending the life cycle of one of Canadian landfi lls’ most 
notorious inhabitants. “One pair of car mats removes one 
tire from landfi lls, so it’s truly a win-win for the environment 
and the economy,” notes Elm. “We bring our stewardship 
full circle, with the end result being a quality product.”

It’s possible for corporations to implement 
environmentally sustainable business practices without 
sacrifi cing bottom line profi ts. With proper fi nancial planning 
and sound business strategies, sustainability can be good for 
business as well as the environment.
