Flickering lights.•  If the lights dim every time you turn on an 
appliance it means that the circuit is overloaded or has a loose 
connection.
Sparks.•  If sparks appear when you insert or remove a plug, it 
could be a sign of loose connections.
Warm electrical cord.•  If an electrical cord is warm to the 
touch, the cord is underrated or defective.
Frequent blown fuses or broken circuits.•  A fuse that 
continues to blow or circuit breaker that keeps tripping is an 
important warning sign of problems.
Frequent bulb burnout.•  A light bulb that burns out frequently 
is a sign that the bulb is too high in wattage for the fi xture.
